Build Your First Web Page Using Flask (Windows Guide)
This guide will walk you through creating a simple 'Hello World' web page using Python and Flask on a Windows computer. No technical experience needed!
Step 1: Install Python

1. Go to https://www.python.org/downloads
2. Click the yellow "Download Python 3.x.x" button.
3. Check the box that says 'Add Python to PATH' before clicking 'Install Now'.
4. Once it's done, restart your computer.

Step 2: Open the Terminal

1. Press the Windows key and type "cmd", then hit Enter.
2. A black window will open — this is the Command Prompt.

Step 3: Install Flask

Type the following into the Command Prompt and hit Enter:
pip install flask

Step 4: Create a New Folder and File

1. Right-click on your Desktop > New > Folder → Name it flask_hello
2. Open that folder, right-click inside > New > Text Document
3. Rename it to: app.py (make sure it's not app.py.txt)

Step 5: Write Your Web App Code

Right-click on app.py → Open with → Notepad
Paste in the following code:


from flask import Flask

app = Flask(__name__)

@app.route('/')
def hello():
    return 'Hello, World! This is my first web app!'

if __name__ == '__main__':
    app.run(debug=True)

Step 6: Run Your Flask App

Back in the Command Prompt, type:
cd Desktop\flask_hello
Then type:
python app.py

Step 7: View in Your Browser

1. Open your web browser (Chrome, Edge, etc.)
2. Go to: http://127.0.0.1:5000/
3. You will see your Hello World message!

What Just Happened?

- You created a mini web server using Flask.
- Visiting localhost:5000 shows the result of your Python function.
- This is the foundation of web development with Python!
